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Tvorba Matéje Pokorného se nachazi
na prahu zasadniho zlomu. Védomé se
odklani od predchozi abstraktni malby
a obraci se k novému figurativnimu
tvaroslovi — jde o plnohodnotny navrat
k figure.

Sam autor tuto proménu vnima
jako formulaci jasnéjsiho malifského
jazyka, jenZ ho fascinuje svou schopnosti
byt zéroven konkrétni i proménlivy. Téma
promeény se tak stava hlavnim motivem -
jak uvnitf samotné figury, tak i v jejim okoli.
Sleduje intenzitu - vybuch, tvar, destrukci.
Klicovy je pohyb: fyzické uvolnéni vnitfniho
napéti, které nema jiny ventil.

Figura jako zékladni symbol -
umeélec ji sklada, rozklada, propojuje
s flérou, orgénovitosti, kostmi. Télo chape
jako pole pro mutaci, proménu, napéti
mezi zvifeckosti a lidskosti.

Vystava RIGOR MIRAGE otevira
otdzku, co dnes znamena byt ¢lovékem -
v dobé, kdy hranice mezi ¢lovékem
a technologii prestava byt zfejma. Matégj
Pokorny vizualné formuluje, jak tyto
promeény ovlivauji lidskou identitu a nase
sebevnimani.

Obrazy vznikaji rychle, intuitivné
- jako zachveévy energie, ke kterym se
nasledné vraci, zkouma je, pretvari i nici.

Do maleb se vkrada hmota, a Mat¢j
plynule pfechazi k médiu sochy -

v momenté, kdy opousti malbu, zGstava
s ni vdak nadale vnitfné propojen.

Sochy vznikaji systematicteji, ale
i v nich je patrna touha po sile, po tvaru
balancujicim na hrané rozpadu. Hmota -
socha — ma schopnost fyzického odporu,
ktery Ize prekonat jen velkou silou. Je to
dialog mezi umélcem a matérii.

Proména spole¢nosti - i ta
osobni - je plna kiehkosti, slabosti, neuréz.
Matéj Pokorny si klade otazku, co to
vlastné znamena byt ¢lovékem - fyzicky,
emocionalng, filozoficky. Je to téma, které
v ném zUstéava - jako ztuhla predstava, ke
které se neustale vraci, a skrze své vidéni
nam o ni podéva zpravu.

The work of Maté&j Pokorny stands at

a decisive turning point. It marks a con-
scious departure from his previous
abstract painting and a full-fledged return
to figuration, articulated through a newly
developed visual language.

The artist himself sees this shift
as the formulation of a clearer painterly
vocabulary—one that fascinates him with
its ability to be both specific and mutable.
The theme of transformation becomes
a central motif, both within the figure
and in its surrounding space. He explores
intensity—explosion, form, destruction.
Movement becomes key: a physical
release of internal pressure that has no
other outlet.

The figure, as a fundamental
symbol, is constructed, deconstructed, and
blended with flora, organ-like forms, and
bones. The body is understood as a field
of mutation, transformation, and tension
between animality and humanism.

The exhibition RIGOR MIRAGE
opens the question of what it means
to be human today, at a time when the
boundary between human and technology
is increasingly blurred. Maté&j Pokorny offers
a visual reflection on how these shifts
affect human identity and self-perception.

The paintings are created quickly,
intuitively—like bursts of energy. He returns
to them repeatedly, examining, reworking,
and deconstructing them. Matter begins
to enter the paintings, and Mat&j naturally
transitions into the medium of sculpture.

In this moment, he may step away from
painting, but the connection remains
deeply felt.

His sculptural work is more
systematic, yet it retains the same desire
for intensity—a form that exists on the edge
of collapse. Matter—sculpture—has the
power to physically resist, demanding great
force from the artist to yield. It becomes
a dialogue between the artist and the
material.

Our transformation—as individuals
and as a society—is marked by fragility,
weakness, neurosis. Matej Pokorny asks
what it means to be human—physically,
emotionally, philosophically. It is a theme
that remains within him, like a solidified
vision to which he returns again and again,
offering us glimpses through his ways of
seeing.
